8-20-03    Roger and Gary -  FOIA evidence

R:  
If you are in controversy with anyone or in an action, anyone who has been identified as participating in that action (even before they have dishonored you) - do a FOIA(Freedom of Information Act request) on them.  

G: 
We have a million FOIA’s sitting in our basement.

R: 
You have to get their oaths - you’ve got to get that stuff into evidence- that’s where they’re whipping everybody.  You do the FOIA and you request either their oath, their bond or federal fiduciary form that they’ve got to have for their office, whichever applies to this particular account.  You send to the agency and you ask for those certificates that have got to be on the record of their agency or those people can’t work for them.  By law, they’re required to have them.  

G: 
You ask the disclosure officer?

R: 
Yes!  If the disclosure officer fails to do it, then their name gets added to the request list and then we start to move up the ladder of the ministers responsible for their conduct in the community or for their registration and, so forth.  Then we can just keep moving up the ladder until some of the people above them start to get nervous.  If they’re going to try and mix things up down the road in court - now you’re going to have some evidence of their promise to pay.  You have to have it in evidence or they just thumb their nose at you.  I’ve been trying to get Barbara and some of these others to take notice and pass the word.  I don’t want them to stop what they’ve been doing - I just want them to add this to it.  Everybody needs to start to do the FOIA’s.  We need to ask for their oath of office or bond or federal fiduciary form that applies to them and the controversy under which you’re asking for it.  That’s really all you have to tell them and you don’t need any other stuff.  Espavo has done quite a number of them and he’s obtained about 800 names and they’re starting to immediately get nasty because they’re getting concerned as to what we’re going to do with them.  He said that now is the time for everybody to start laying into them.  He’s gotten about 800 of them back.  

He got into the websites and most of them that he got are all public defenders and judges.  When we go into action with them then we enter them into evidence on the writ of habeas corpus  or whatever we’re using as the request for remedy.  If they don’t give us the remedy then we’re going to pull their bond.  He’s (Espavo) has got it going here that if they don’t respond, then he gives them notice that “we will accept their dishonor as a certificate of no response”.  This means that we’re activating their signature “by accommodation” and we will find a way to drawn down on that bond.  

G: 
I talked to Ernie Aldridge and he did a “Declaration of Ownership” on his property.  (Todd doesn’t like the term “declaration” and prefers “notice”.)  He hasn’t heard from the county in two years about his property tax.                                                                       1

R: 
That sounds like an abatement but he’d better look out!  What happens here with an abatement and that’s where the “super powers” have gone in with a derivative and intercepted the tax assessment.  You’re never going to see it, but they’re manipulating it in the background.  He’s probably just aiding them in doing that.  As long as he knows what’s happening, then he may be able to take advantage of it himself.  He needs to get into the county and find a list of tax abatements.  That’s what they used when they moved in on my farm.  I don’t know where there would be an official record that would identify that.  A couple of years before all the trouble started on my farm, in the fall I went down to settle up with Federal Land Bank and square up with them.  I’d payed up the taxes before this.  When I went in they said the taxes were paid.  They said the Federal Land Bank paid them.  That wasn’t a big deal to me because I was going in to settle with them.  They did this for two years to get their name on the property and take my land.  Ernie will have to be creative and ask the right questions in order to get the name of the person who has paid the tax on the particular parcel.  

Todd needs to fire in a request to the judge in his case because he works in the state and also in the community.  He also wants the oath and bond of the U.S. Attorney and all attorneys involved in the case.  Don’t ask for anything else.  This must be in the form of a certificate that they have on file in the office - a bond, an oath or a federal fiduciary form for the liability or the indemnity of that particular function.  Just ask specifically for the certificate on file.  We may have to go and look in the statute under which the filing is required and we may have to give them the statute.  Don’t wait until the house is burning down to get the first ones through.  Pass the word around and have everybody do it!  Ask any agency that you have anything to do with.  The particular certificate that you want is the certification of the signature of the person on the oath, bond, or federal fiduciary form required for their employment.  If you don’t get any satisfaction then they’re liable.  You want a certification of their signature having signed any instrument you received.  Once you have that, then you’ve got them signed into the agreement.  Now you can bring a civil action against them in federal court for breach of contract because he signed it and he breached it!  The reason no one has been successful is because you don’t have it in evidence.
