Step One - Privacy Instructions  (Ver. 6)

The goal is to make your transition into freedom as smooth and painless as possible.  You must learn to protect your privacy and keep your stress levels to a minimum. 

Remember, if you don’t protect your privacy and the privacy of those you know and care about, no one else will.  So, below are some simple rules for you to follow in your daily life, whether you just want to be private or whether you have decided to take action and do something like recovering your state Citizenship or terminating an unlawful debt.  

1. Learn the difference between “open” email and “private” email......If you are going to email to more than one person, always send email to multiple people in the "Bcc" (blind carbon copy) line.  Then you will not be the source of having passed out others' email addresses to people they may not know, especially if you have been given permission to share it.  Only use the “TO” (open) address line when you definitely want to share everyone’s email addresses and have their permission to do so.

2. Utilize an answering machine or voice mail for your main phone number which you give out to people you don’t know, people you may not wish to speak with, businesses and service providers.  NEVER answer that phone line.  Audit all calls.  Utilize the “delete” button.  If this means you need to install a separate phone number which you only give to friends, family and FPC associates to contact you, it is well worth the installation price.

You should never be directly accessible by anyone unless you have authorized them and you choose to disclose your information.  You will return phone calls to people you choose from messages they leave you.  This means everyone:  credit reporting agencies, computer data banks, creditors, collection agencies, repossession people, government agencies, Dept. of Motor Vehicles, Voter Registration, IRS, insurance companies, utility companies, hospitals, doctors, grocery stores, businesses, magazines, newspapers, public/private schools, and even your business associates will NOT have your direct phone number or your physical location.

3. Establish a Private Mail Box (PMB) for all your personal mail and NEVER have anything delivered to the street address you “inhabit”.  If you have a business entity you manage, it should have its own PMB at a different location than your personal PMB.  If they don’t know the address of your abode, they can’t show up and knock at your door unless you give them the address!  Yes, picking up mail at a PMB is a minor inconvenience, but it is a small price to pay to protect your privacy

4. Mailing addresses within the “republic” are not the same as mailing addresses within the “federal democracy”.  If you use the wrong one, it is by your choice and it is proof of your volunteering into the federal democracy!  Addresses of free state Citizens are either the full state name or the multi-letter state abbreviation (i.e., Fla., Cal.., etc.) -- NOT the federal two-letter abbreviation (i.e., CA, FL, etc.).  Your postal zone is ALWAYS in brackets [zip code].  If you use the wrong one, you may be providing some bureaucrat the written proof - prima fascia evidence - that you volunteer and agree to be subject to their jurisdiction, that you “reside” in the Federal Zone and are subject to the United States federal corporate democracy rules and agree to their adhesion contracts. 
5. Understand the difference between terms such as the “federal democracy”, “state republic”, “without prejudice”, “under duress”…and utilize them properly.  Make it a habit!  
From this day forward, the first two words of your name and signature are the words “without prejudice” above or in front your signature.  If anyone questions the fact that your signature now includes two additional words, simply reply, “That’s the way I sign my name”.  Printed addresses (i.e., return address labels, checks) will have “without prejudice” on the second line (directly below your name and above the street address).  Unless forbidden by someone, write “Without prejudice” when you sign checks, deposit checks, on credit card slips…always!

The exception is when you are “under duress” - when you have no choice - i.e., receiving a traffic ticket where you are forced to accept it or go to jail.  That is duress, and you will sign for the ticket putting “under duress, your name”.
6. Notify EVERYONE - businesses, friends, family -  of your change of address.  Update your driver’s license, voter registration, return address labels, checks and bankrecords, utilities, charge cards, magazine subscriptions, grocery store discount cards – everyone - to reflect the appropriate PMB’s.  NEVER give your physical address again unless you want someone to know you where you live.  All PMB’s will sign for and accept package delivery for you and the entities you manage.

7. Have a red rubber stamp made…this is very important - as a natural person - also for signing checks, traffic violations, etc.  "Without Prejudice, non assumpsit contract, all my rights reserved."  “Without prejudice” means: it is a private negotiation, to guard against any waiver of right and that this offer cannot be used in a court of law without your consent.  “Non-assumpsit” means you did not undertake or promise as alleged.  If there is only one signature, that is called an assumpsit contract or "You assume" that it is a true contract but a real contract has two signatures and two witnesses!

.If you are terminating an unlawful debt, all you have asked for his proof that there is a valid loan…a very simple, straight-forward request.  There is absolutely nothing wrong with asking a lender to prove they have a valid debt they are collecting on.  When the lender has refused to produce the requested proof, that’s where the dispute arises.  While the dispute remains unresolved, they are forbidden to forward on the “collection activities”. 

The rule is:  Document, document, document.  In the future, you are to keep a spiral notebook by the phone and write down collector contact.  Write down the:

· date and time of each call

· who called

· their title

· company they represent

· their phone number

· notes of what they said.

Respond to each and EVERY caller attempting to collect on a debt with the following:

“What is your full name and title with the company? (If they will not give you their last name, ask for their phone number and extension.) What branch address are you calling from?  We have a dispute with your company and you are not authorized to do anything until that dispute is resolved.  Further, we do not conduct any business over the telephone.  If you wish to communicate with me, send an original letter, signed in blue ink, with proof of service showing your title and authority to discuss this account.  Each and every time you phone, you may be personally liable for damages up to $26,000 for each instance of harassment!  Do not phone again.  ”

Remember:  It’s up to you to know your God-given rights and exercise them!
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
