The 3 Sets of LAWS in the United States and the States that establish Court: “Subject Matter Jurisdiction”

Statements of Constitutional ENACTEMENT “Enacting Clause” of which is required to be in place in order to be a Valid Law of the Sovereign Land:

Basic standard wording:

FEDERAL Level: “Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the United States of America in Congress assembled.”

STATE Level: “Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representatives of the State of ________ in Congress assembled.”

1. Constitutional LAWS - Laws Enacted per the Constitution as Sovereign Laws of the Land.

2. Unconstitutional Laws – laws that are never properly Enacted, therefore they are Void of Lawful Enforcement.

3. Non-Constitutional Laws – laws that are written and published but they are not under a State or Federal Constitutional Enactment; therefore they are Void unless they are voluntary submitted too. {Voluntary Contracts, All Federal and State Codes, 

THEREFORE in any Federal or State Court, the Court does not have Subject Matter Jurisdiction because the Laws are either Unconstitutional or Non-Constitutional unless you VOLUNTEER to being placed under them.

In any Criminal Court case; You have to challenge “Subject Matter Jurisdiction” per a written Affidavit of Abatement which states that the Charges before the Court are Void because the charging laws are either Unconstitutional or Non-Constitutional because they lack a constitutional “Enacting Clause” and therefore you are refusing to Volunteer to them.
